COUNTY TRANSPORTATION PROJECTS UPDATE 

BOND ADVISORY COMMITTEE
In February 2008, the Hays County Commissioners Court 
voted to provide funding and to seek voter approval of 
additional bond Þnancing for needed roadway improvements 
in the County. !e Hays County Transportation Bond 
Advisory Committee (BAC) is a group of nine citizens of 
Hays County appointed by the Hays County Commissioners 
Court to evaluate and prioritize transportation projects for 
possible inclusion in that bond package.  
!e candidate projects being considered were assembled 
from the response to a Call for Projects issued by the County 
Commissioners Court. !ese projects were submitted to the 
Commissioners Court by governmental sponsors including 
various Hays County municipalities, school districts, and 
the four county precincts.  
!e BAC has been meeting regularly since May to gather 
information about the candidate projects that it can use in 
evaluating and prioritizing the projects and is now seeking 
public input on setting project priorities to determine which 
of the candidate projects should be included in the bond 
package on the November 2008 ballot.

!e Hays County Commissioners Court is hosting a series of 
public meetings in late July to gather public input on setting 
the communityÕs transportation priorities. !e meeting dates 
and locations are listed below:

If all of 
the candidate projects cannot be funded under this bond 
package, we want to be sure that we make the best use of 
the available Þnancial resources by selecting the projects that 
best meet community goals. Your input is critical in helping 
the BAC achieve that objective.
